FLAT PACK KITCHENS

TOOLS REQUIRED

:- The tools you will need to construct your flat pack, Hammer, Drill with 3.5mm drill bit for pilot holes and
a 5mm bit for drilling handles holes , square drive bit on separate drill, tape measure

:- You will also need  screw driver and a phillips head for fixing drawer slides to cabinet sides and for making
hinge adjustments appreciated 

TIPS AND TRICKS

:- IN ALL CASES FIT FEET BLOCK TO BASE PANELS BEFORE SCREWING ON THE SIDE PANELS

:- IN ALL CASES PILOT DRILL THROUGH ASSEMBLY HOLES BEFORE SCREWING ON THE OTHER PANELS

:-Check your floor is level and walls are plumb and corner are square.

:- Start install your kitchen from the lowest point of the floor with the feet set at 150mm.

:- The cabinets are designed to have an 18mm void behind the cabinets, this is so none of the units touch the
walls to eliminate any wavey walls and out of square corners.

:- Fit your cabinetry around the base first, ensure each cabinet is level and fits true next to the other cabinets.

:- Fit your cabinetry with out doors or drawers to begin with.

:- Fit benchtop before you fit any tall units next to the ends or wall units, depending on the shape of the room
and cabinet position.

:- Fit drawers , shelves and any fittings before you fit the doors and drawer fronts

:- The drawer fronts have and extra hole which is just to indicate the top right hand side, the front bracket will
cover this hole and is not used.

:- It pays to make up a jig for handle fitting, as we offer many different handles sizes and styles the holes are
not drilled.

:- The handles holes are 5mm

:- The toe space is fitting last, if you are having flooring done leave the toe space off until the floor is done,
then you will need to scribe the toespace to your new floor, you will need an electric planer for this.

:- Fit tall units and wall units after the benchtop has been fitted into place. You may need to also scribe tall
panels and end panels to your walls.

:- Sink cabinets should be 100mm wider internally than the width of the sink bowl going in to allow for the clips that
hold the sink in and to give a bit of movement sideways for ease of installation.

- This is best done when all the cabinets are in place as this can be adjusted by trimming down the panels if 
required.

Under Bench Oven NOTES

Oven Tower NOTES
- You will need to assemble the flap door unit and draw bank first.
- screw through side of both units to fix tall end panels.
- Both units with door and drawer fronts on should sit flush with the side panels shown above.
- Screw the microwave base and back together.
- Screw rails onto end panels, fit inline with the draw unit carcass as shown above.
- fit other set of rail inline with the microwave shelf.
- the top rail must sit on top of the side rails.
- sit the L shape microwave shelf on top of the rails and fit flush to panel, screw up sides through the rails to 
attach.
- attach the final colour panel underneath the flap door unit by screwing down through the bottom of the flap 
door.

- Then place the top shelf in place, insert brackets repeat for the 2nd shelf 
and 3rd shelf.
- Fit hinge plates (arrow facing front) to the carcass predrilled holes.
- Fit hinges to door, then clip door to carcass (see Hardware section for 
visual).

Screw any end panels or packers on by screwing for inside the pantry.

- Screw the top panel to one of the sides first, then screw on the other side, lay the assembled parts face down 
and lay the back panel on top, pilot drill through in pre drilled holes into the top and sides before screwing 
together, when fitting ensure that it is square.

- Fit the top track to carcass top(no holes are drilled for this as track needs to be drilled through in the same 
place, you can drill through the track as its aluminum, follow the bi-fold hardware instructions for the hole 
positions and also follow the diagrams to fit the hinges to the doors
